Expansion Project me t one of T 1 in State U
University ArchitectRick Kentzler coordinated with Desman Associates, to
design the new facility and address the parking shortages for the south
district of campus. Construction and Estimating DirectoiAllan Feltner
worked with the general contractor, River City Construction, to complete the
project on time. The expanded parking deck became operational this past

August.

This newly constructed parking garage, is adjacent to the existing South
University Street Parking Garage, where the former McCormick Hall tennis courts were located. The

facility is centrally located near numerous academic buildings including the College of Business, Fell Hall,
the Thomas Metcalf School, and the future Student Fitness and Kinesiology/Recreation Center. This new

structure will better serve the parking needs of the south campus community and visitors.

buildings. In addition to the north entrance of the garage, an entry and exit point was added at the south
end, allowing easy access from University Street. Moreover, new technology was installed which is user
friendly for permit holders and allows easy entry into the facility. There are a total of 895 parking spaces
which includes existing, and new parking spaces. Located near the central part of campus, the garage
provides additional parking for students, faculty, staff, and visitors. Several parking spaces are located in
a covered area, providing shelter during inclement weather. The newly added landscaping adds beauty to
